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Materials:
* Sisal rope

* Scissors

* Untreated wood pieces
Make a wood chew for our * Drill (may be needed if wood pieces don't have holes)
Pet-Assisted Therapy and Education - Optional items: popsicle sticks, untreated wicker,
Animal Ambassadors! cardboard, raffia, bells

* Note: If you use colored wood, please make sure that

it is non-toxic.

Instructions:

1. Cut the sisal rope so it is about 12 inches in length.

2. Tie a knot at the top.

3. String wood shapes or other items on the rope in any way you want. Get creative!

4., Tie a small knot underneath each wood shape or item to prevent it from slipping down.

5. When finished tying on all pieces, tie a knot at the bottom of your length of rope. Add a bell
for some added fun!
